CST 110 – Website Development – Final Project


* This project represents 15% of your final grade

Due Dates:  Project updates – as requested; Final versions/presentation – last week of class. 

Description of Project:
Prepare a personal or an organizational web site using only HTML code.  An organizational website can be based on a small business, a club you belong too, a social organization, something related to local government, your sports league, your church, a travel agency, etc.  A personal website is all about YOU.

Your site must contain resources (ex: graphics, logos, bibliographies, text, photographs, interviews,  etc) plus links to related sites developed by others. You should think of your page as being an "ultimate" resource for the organization you're developing. Your goal is to create a page that is a valuable information resource and to be creative and have fun with the project.

You are only limited by your imagination, however they must be in “good taste.”  Pages that represent an organization native to your area are always good because you probably have lots of your own personal knowledge regarding that business or organization.

Below are the required elements of your web site: 

1.  A minimum of three hypertextual pointers to related sites on the Web. (External links)


2.  Your website should consist of a home page and at least three other internal pages.  These internal pages are not included in the three external links required in item one.  (What this means is you must develop and link together a MINIMUM of four web pages.)

3.  A "clickable" email address somewhere on the page.  Here's the code:  <a href="mailto:someone@delta.edu">Some One</a>  Just substitute your name and email address.


5. Some sort of image that serves as a logo for your organizational web site. There are some good online graphics tools on the web.  Do a search; use ones that do what you need.


6. A minimum of one photograph which you have scanned and used in your page, or one digital photo; may be the same one as your logo or be part of your logo


7.  Insert some animation of your choice. There are libraries of animation out on the net.  Find something you like and include it in your page.

8.  Show that you can use frames or tables to organize your site into a menu area, a title area, and a main information area .

9.  Your website should reflect good web design and include text elements (writing), graphics elements, and be visually appealing (use colors, textures..etc)

Big Questions 

Have you developed a consistent "identity" for your site (integrated graphics and styles from one page to the next, a recognizable visual "concept"?) 

Is there actual *content* on your site? How long would it take a person to see everything on your site? Have a friend test it out (if the answer is two minutes or less, go back to the drawing board and try to add some more content.) 

Is all the artwork used on your page either (a) created by you for this project (b) downloaded from a clip-art site or (c) used with the written permission of the artist if it is neither yours nor clipart? The same applies to sound files and any other types of media. 

Presentation and Turn-in:

You will be required to demonstrate your website to your instructor.  Presentations will be scheduled for the last week of class.  You must present your project to receive a grade.

Turn-in Materials:  Printed copies of all internal web pages, preferably in color.  Printed copies of your html source code for the pages you created.  Place the above listed items in a folder.  They will be due at the time of the final presentations.
