Lab Work

1. Log on to your UNIX system.

2. Create a .signature file in your home directory using vi or pico. It should be a minimum of 2 lines long but no more than 4 lines long.  Make sure it contains your full name.  You may want to look at other .signature files to get some ideas.
3. Create a .plan file in your home directory using vi or pico.  It should include your complete name, your xserver email address (<id>@iis.delta.edu), your major, and your year in school or your occupation.

4. Use finger to find out the email address of one other classmates. Once you have found their e-mail address, add them to your address book and send them a greeting.
